Applicants must be able to demonstrate that they have performed at least 50 dental inpatient,
outpatient, emergency service, or consultative procedures in the past 12 months

Teaching appointment to work in SHC outpatient clinics
Membership and privileges at LPCH to admit, treat patients 14 years old and younger
In accordance with Hospital Sedation Policy and completion of the SHC sedation exam taken

Successful completion of fellowship in maxillofacial prosthodontics required. Minimum (10) cases
documented in the past 2 years.
